Travel west on US 30, approximately 5 

miles to Stratton Street and turn right at stop light onto Stratton Street. Go less than one block to Race 

Horse Alley, and turn left into the alley (just before the Fire Station). Trucks over 30ô will need to 

back up Race House Alley (crossing Stratton Street) one block to the loading dock of the Majestic on 

the driverôs side. The theater is on the west side of the Borough Parking Garage. 

 

from East or West: Take US 30 to Stratton Street. This is one block east of the town square. Follow 

directions given above for travel from North or South. 

 

 Please note that trucks over 48 feet are not allowed in the downtown area of the 

Borough of Gettysburg.  They may only come to the theater and leave.

Wheel Chair Space: There are spaces for wheelchair seating located in the front row of the orchestra seating 

and on either side of the tech. booth at the back of the orchestra seating area. There are also transfer seats 

located in the house right and house left areas of the orchestra seating and the back row of the balcony seating.

Floor The floor is 1ò Tongue and Groove Oak with a base of 2" x 12" sleepers.  The Oak flooring is 

covered with 4 by 8 sheets of İò Plyron.  Floor has one trap center, center of stage. The 

theater does not own a vinyl dance floor.  With prior permission from the technical director, 

6d nails and deck screws may be used, and holes up to ½" may be drilled providing they are 

removed and plugged with hardwood dowels. 

Note: Masking tape is not to be used on the stage floor. Vinyl tape, gafferôs tape and cloth 

spike tape are acceptable if removed after the event. 

 

Stage Access USL: 3' x 7' doorway to crossover, scenery storage, and dressing rooms 
USC: 9' x 9' doorway to scenery storage and elevator 

USR: 3' x 7' doorway to crossover, scenery storage, and dressing rooms

The loading dock is serviced by a 72' long x 24' wide concrete that can accommodate two 

trucks, or Buses.  One truck may have to be disconnected from trailer the other may remain in 

the load-in area  

 

Load in door: The loading dock provides direct access to a large storage area and the freight elevator to 

stage level and backstage support area 13ô down, additional dressing rooms second level 

down  

 

 Elevator approx 9ô High by 9ô Wide by 12ô Deep 

 

Larger length pieces of scenery can be off loaded in the Truck port and wheeled around the 

east side of the building (ramping runs along east side 4 foot wide) to a side door on the north 

side door opening (6ô0ò by 10ô0ò)   
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Parking Two vehicles may remain parked at the loading dock area. A car parking garage  

 is located next door to the theater for personal vehicles.  

 
Note: Private vehicles must be moved after unloading. 

Unauthorized vehicles will be towed at the ownerôs expense. 

   

NOTE: Generators for truck or bus power are not allowed to run when parked in the 

loading dock.  Shore power is available if tails and necessary cable are provided.  If 

generators are needed the bus/truck will be relocated to another parking area after they 

have been unloaded. 

 

 Additional Information  
 

 The technical director must approve any and all use of pyrotechnics or open flame.  In 

addition a permit for pyrotechnics MUST BE OBTAINED  from both the Pennsylvania State 

Fire Marshal and the Borough of Gettysburg.  A demonstration of the effect will be required

Crossover: Crossover is via a 4ô corridor that wraps the stage.  This corridor provides direct access to the 

stage from all back-stage rooms. 

 

Handicap Access: All areas backstage are handicap accessible from the lobby and the stage.  All entrances to the 

building are handicap accessible except the loading dock.

Building Entry:  Performer entrance is located on the east side of the building at the north-east corner through 

the STAGE DOOR; this is the only red door on the building.  This door can be locked during 

performance if requested.  Security personal can posted if requested in advance. 
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MAJESTIC THEATER ACCESSIBLITY  

 

The Majestic Theater welcomes all audience members, performers and, crews and strives to make its programs, 

performances, events and facilities accessible to people with disabilities.  Artist/ Company agree to cooperate fully 

with the Majesticôs accessibility coordinators to provide accommodation for patrons, including but not limited to the 

following: assistive listening system, audio description, captioning, and sign language interpretation.   

 

Artist/ Company shall promptly provide all necessary information (scripts, song lyrics, etc.) if requested, 

approximately three (3) weeks in advance of this performance, to facilitate audio description, computer-aided real-

time captioning (CART), and or sign language interpretation. 

 

Artist/ Company agree that the Majesticôs accessibility coordinators shall determine the location of the captioning 

display or interpreter(s) when either or both of these services are requested.  The location shall be such that seated 

audience members using the service may comfortably and simultaneously, without having to swivel their heads, see 

the stage and the captioning display and/or interpreter(s). 

  

In most instances, the Majestic accessibility coordinators shall place the computer-aided real-time captioning (CART) 

display on the stage in the same plane as the performers and approximately two feet (2ò) above the stage floor 

 

In most instances, the Majestic accessibility coordinators shall place the sign language interpreter(s) on the stage, in 

the same plane as the performers in the down right area.  

 

Sign language interpreter(s) must have direct lighting during the performance.  The sign language interpreter(s) shall 

be illuminated by at least two instruments, which are focused so that there are no shadows or dark areas on the 

interpreter(s) face, torso, arms, or hands.  Lighting for the sign language interpreter(s) is at full discretion of the 

Majestic accessibility coordinators.
